EBRT (External Beam Radiation Therapy) for prostate cancer
uses high-energy beams generated by a machine called a linear
accelerator that pinpoints the beams to your prostate gland with
techniques called IGRT (image guided radiation) & IMRT (intensity
modulated radiation).

EBRT for prostate cancer kills cancer cells by destroying the genetic
material that controls how cells grow and divide. Healthy cells in the
beam’s path also are affected by external beam radiation therapy
which can result in side effects.
